A complementary grout color is 
selected based on the mosaic tiles 
and patterns used in creating the 
basin.

In place of water, a liquid polymer is 
used to mix the grout.

A liquid polymer is Mold Resistant,  
Stain Resistant, and Increases 
Strength.

The selected drain is grouted in 
place.

Once the sink is clean and dry a 
grout sealer is applied.

Each sink is carefully inspected 
before shipping.

Raw copper bowls serve as the structural 
base for each sink.

The design pattern is transferred 
to the copper sink.

Copper ribbons are bent to form 
the design patterns (or compartments).

Cloison
is the French word for compartment.



Each sink is polished by hand 
to create a smooth finish . 

The areas formed by the cloisonné 
wire designs are filled with 
powdered glass.

The sink is fired in a coal kiln to 
melt the glass.  For multi -colored 
sinks, each color is filled and fired 
separately.
